and taster session for parents
The Open University (OU) would like to work with schools 
and children centres to reach parents and carers who feel that 
they have missed out on education or who would like to return to study.

The OU are offering free information and taster sessions. 

The information session can help individuals make a better informed decision about appropriate study area and level of study. This session could be delivered as part of an existing parent meeting, for example, coffee morning.

After the information session, and if there is sufficient interest, the school could host an OU two-hour taster session. This will give students some important study skills as well helping them make a more informed decision about further study.

For those students returning to study the Open University’s starter courses provide a gentle introduction to higher education study. These 20-week part-time courses, in subject areas like Understanding Children, Personal Development, Health, Law and Psychology help students to develop their study skills and gain confidence. 

Students on low income or on benefit would probably be eligible for FREE courses. The Open University is ‘open access’; students do not need to have any previous educational qualifications. We offer advice to students in order that they make appropriate educational choices.
